2 Thessalonians 1:1-4



Commend Their Growth In Faith & Love

Verse 1: God “our” father… 

God is not distant from us

“Grace and peace to you”



Commend Their Growth In Faith & Love

Verse 3: ὀφείλομεν

“We ought”

To owe, be indebted, obliged to rectify a 
debt



Commend Their Growth In Faith & Love

Verse 4: Paul is boasting about their faith

Growth is more important than 
perfection



Acts 17:1-13

Paul is driven out of Thessalonica and 
Berea



Galatians 6:2

“Carry each other’s burdens, and in this 
way you will fulfill the law of Christ.”
