What We Believe:  The Godhead

•God is three Persons.
•Each Person is fully God.

•There is one God.
Deuteronomy 6:4, Exodus 15:11, Isaiah 45:5



Trinitarian Errors:

• Polytheism  – There is more than one God.

•Modalism  – There is one God who appears 
in three different forms or modes.

• Arianism  – God the Father created Jesus, 
the Son, and the Holy Spirit is the force of 
God.
